THIS SUNDAY’S READINGS -
Exodus 20:1-17, 1 Corinthians 1:22-25, John 2:13-25

THIS SUNDAY’S SCRIPTURE REFLECTION -

In our Gospel today Jesus “cleanses” the temple”. He makes a whip and drives out the
money changes and the stalls selling sacrificial animals that had turned his Father’s
House into a market. When questioned about why he did this his answer is
mysterious “Destroy this sanctuary and in three days | will raise it up”. This mysterious
answer encapsulates the promise of Easter.

The Temple was the place where God and man met. But Jesus’ words point to a new
place where God and man will meet in the future - in his own resurrected body, raised
after three days. Jesus’s risen body is the church. The church is not a building but a
living spirit- filled community of love. This is where man will encounter God. It is in
our community. In our shared life in Christ we and others will find faith and
forgiveness and experience the closeness to God that the Jewish people experienced
in the Temple.

All the love and goodness we experience in our church community is promised to us by
Jesus in this Gospel. We are the risen body of Christ. Jesus’s mysterious answer
promises our share in his Easter life now and forever. D
